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If s Spring, i’s time for (linics, Yaccines, Mud & Shedding

If it’s spring, it’s time for clinics,
vaccines, mud and shedding.
Clinics

Up & Over is offering two clinics
this spring. The first (April 18th)
is a clinic for young riders with
Holly Helbig at Wolf Creek
Equestrian Center; the second
clinic (April 25 and 26) is with
Karen Lenehan at Bauer Eques-
trian Center.

Our April 18th Clinic is a safe,
fun, learning experience for rid-
ers in both Walk-Trot divisions:
Walk-Trot Not to Jump, and
Walk Trot Rider, as well as the
Extremely Green division (W/T/
C 18”). There will also be an in-
hand session for anyone inter-
ested. Holly Helbig will return as
instructor for this fun day. Each
clinic session will last 45 minutes
to one hour and will be limited
to no more than four students
(less if possible) grouped by
ability and skill level. The first
half of the session will work on
skills, including jumping cavalettis
for more advanced beginners;
the second half will emphasize
having fun and playing games to
apply the skills just learned.

The April 25 and 26 Clinic will
be led by Karen Lenehan and
sessions will be limited to five (5)
riders, will be divided by heights
tentatively ranging from 18” to
3’. The site of this clinic; Bauer
Equestrian Center, features a 90’
by 150’ riding arena with low bay
lighting and a dust-free arena
surface of a one inch crushed
limestone base with three inches
of washed masonry sand, anti

skid, and soil moist mixed into
the top layer. Trailer parking is
available.

Vaccines

Preparing your horse for the
upcoming show season does

not begin with training, it actually
begins in a syringe. Most horses
in the United States are regularly
vaccinated against tetanus,
influenza, eastern and western
equine encephalomyelitis, rabies
and rhinopneumonitis. These
vaccinations are usually available
in combination. A strangles
vaccine is available for intranasal
administration. As always, con-
sulting with your veterinarian is
the only way to ensure that you
are optimizing your horses’

health.

Greasy Heel, Scratches or
Mud Fever, a scab by any
other name, is still a scab.

Turning horses out this time of
year can lead to a variety of
maladies. Keeping paddocks and
pastures free of manure build up,
keeping stalls clean and dry and
improving drainage where mud
may be a problem are ways of
preventing mud fever from get-
ting a ‘hoof hold’. If horses’ legs
are constantly damp, bacteria
that cause the infection can
thrive and, once established, can
survive for months because the
scabs protect the bacteria from
drying out. The infection will
start as a raw area which will
harbor puss. The pus will harden
and form a scab. For mild cases,
treatment involves removing the
scabs which allows the bacteria
to dry up. Remember, one scab
can harbor thousands of living

bacteria, so removing all of them is
extremely important. Clipping the hairs
and removing the scabs by gently pick-
ing them off is the first step. Next,
thoroughly wash with an antiseptic
every few days, but the area must be
completely dried after washing. An
antibiotic ointment should be applied
to the affected area twice daily, but do
not bandage as this can allow dampness
to develop. As always, for any infection
that does not seem to be healing,
contact your veterinarian.

No, it’s not Bigfoot, it’s just my
pony:

Nearly all horse owners feel the pain of
the above statement as the winter days
start to warm. Horses begin getting
their winter hair after the longest day of
the year, the summer solstice, which is
June 22. Even if you blanket, you are
probably going to want to help the
shedding process in some way. The long
hair will cause your horse to sweat
easily, and if there is a chill in the air,
your horse won’t dry quickly. The
simplest way is to put a little bit of
elbow grease into your horses coat.
Currying and brushing are still the
standards to getting those loose, dead
hairs to shed out. Other items that are
great for shedding a horse out include:
shedding blades, grooming stones and
vacuums. And there is nothing like that
first bath in the spring to get those hairs
removed. Many people in our area
blanket their horses for the winter
which helps to keep the long winter
hairs from growing in. Other people
like to body clip their horse which helps
in the cooling out process. No matter
how you choose to deal with the
shedding process, just remember that
the hair that is coming out now has
been there for quite awhile and will
need about the same amount of time

to come completely out. So work up a
sweat and brush away those winter
blues.
