Horse of the Year ñThe owner and rider both 

must be Up & Over members for the horse to get 

points for the Horse of the Year award. This is for 

clarificationñbecause for the rider to get points, 

only the rider must be an Up & Over member. The 

owner of the horse does not have to be an Up & 

Over member for rider points.
