Great Performances ñ òTriggeró 

Trigger was a golden palomino that starred in over 80 Roy Rogers 

films and in more than 100 episodes of the television series The Roy 

Rogers Show (1951-1957). Trigger (originally named Golden Cloud) 

could perform 60 tricks and needed only a verbal cue for 40 of 

them. He could walk 150 feet on his hind legs and drink from a milk 

bottle. Trigger could even sign autographs by holding a pencil in 

his mouth and writing an òXó.  His trainer of 24 years was Glenn 

Randall who taught the palomino to untie a rope, pull a pistol out 

of a holster, and house break him...Trigger never pooped inside a 

fancy hotel venue!  On April 21, 1949 Trigger and Rogers put their 

foot and hoof prints into wet cement at Graumanõs Chinese  

Theater. They were immortalized together.

Does your 

mouth feel like itõs full of 

cotton? Try following 

these simple tips to help 

you conquer your show 

fears: 

Get enough sleep. Have everything all 

packed the day before, donõt pack things late 

at night so youõre exhausted before you even 

hit the show ring. 

Be Prepared. Get to the show early, have 

your paperwork complete, hang out at the 
ring and see how your course is riding for 

everyone else. Strategize how you will ride it. 

Take time to be friendly to those running the 

gate-theyõll go the extra mile for you if youõre 

friendly. 

Think positive. Take time to òpsychó your-

self up. Tell yourself youõre going to have the 

best ride everñand make it happen. 

Take a deep breath. Walk away from eve-

ryone and concentrate on taking slow, deep 

breaths. Exhale slowly. Repeat this for several 

minutes before returning to the job at hand. 

Have fun. Remember that unless youõre 

about to ride in the Olympics, youõre doing 

this because you love it. Enjoy the moment on 

your horse, enjoy the company of friends and 

rejoice in any small improvements you make 
in the ring and outside the ring. Just enjoy the 

day and before you know it, your butterflies 

will fly away.
